to be vigilant with weeds. In particular watch out 

for the following: 

• Giant Devil’s Fig (very similar to Tropical 

Soda Apple) 

• Cat’s Claw Creeper (major DESTROYER 

of riparian zones) 

• Madeira Vine (equal major 

DESTROYER of riparian zones) 

• Tropical Soda Apple (if you find this 

report immediately to Rous County 

Council)

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Nesting Boxes for Sale  

Many of our native animals rely on the natural 

hollows of old trees for nesting, shelter and 

hibernation. The clearing of Australia’s original 
bushland has resulted in huge losses of these 

natural nesting hollows impacting many of our 

bird and mammal species.  

Nesting hollows can take up to 80+ years to form.  
So, while we can plan to leave more trees for the 

future it still means that our birds and animals are 

struggling to find a home.  

What can we do?  

We can mimic natural hollows by installing 

nesting boxes to provide homes for birds, bats and 

possums. By installing these important boxes we 

are creating more opportunities for native birds 

and animals to nest and breed.
